Unlike our standard BulkX range where a static gantry was a prerequisite, the new 
Smart-Release BulkX utilises a cableless control system to remotely discharge the skip 
in a preassigned location on-site. Offered in several sizes, ranging from 6,000 litres 
(14,000Kg WLL) to 14,000 litres (28,000Kg WLL), the new Smart-Release BulkX range 
compliments the majority of site-specific requirements.

D E L I V E R Y
01.	 The Smart-Release BulkX is delivered to 

site by Conquip Engineering Group or 
one of our trusted partners.

02.	 The site’s responsible personnel unload 
the Smart-Release BulkX utilising their 
preapproved procedures (e.g. Lift Plan, 
Risk Assessment etc).

03.	 Once the Smart-Release BulkX has been 
safely placed and the spreader beam 
assembly secured onto the hooks, the 
responsible personnel can proceed with 
the visual inspection.

05.	 Open the accompanying hardshell case and ensure you have the items below:

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B A T T E R Y  I N S T A L L A T I O N
01.	 Remove the battery box from the hardshell case and inspect it ensuring there are no signs 

of damage, paying special attention to the connector(s).

02.	 Carry the battery box to the Smart-Release BulkX and install it onto the brackets provided.

03.	 Attach the Harting connectors securely.

P O W E R I N G  O N
01.	 Carry out a full visual inspection of the electrical wiring and components. The electrical 

components and wiring should exhibit no signs of damage or fraying.

02.	 Ensure all connectors are installed and secured correctly as they may have loosened during 
transport.

03.	 To turn on the battery, press the button on the side of the battery box once. A red light will 
illuminate to indicate the battery has been turned on.

04.	 Adjust the receiver’s antenna location, positioning it on a secure surface of the skip. 
Conquip Engineering Group advises the position below as it will provide the required 
protection from small debris.

05.	 On the remote, press and hold the ON/START button until the CONQUIP logo has appeared 
followed by the “LOCKED” screen. All six green beacons will now have turned ON and 
should remain on continuously until you have turned OFF/STOPPED the remote.

06.	 Close the doors securely.

LOCKED
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P R E O P E R A T I O N  T E S T  C Y C L E
01.	 Before operations can begin, Conquip Engineering Group advises that at least one test 

cycle is completed prior to any earth (muck) being loaded into the Smart-Release BulkX to 
confirm the system is nominal.

02.	 Complete a full inspection compliant to LOLER and PUWER regulations.

03.	 Connect the master link on the spreader beam onto the crane hook and slowly lift the 
Smart-Release BulkX approximately one metre above the ground.

04.	 Commence with a visual inspection specifically examining the Smart-Release BulkX gate 
hinges for damage and for any twists in the chains.

05.	 Lower the Smart-Release BulkX onto the ground until the white chain stops are fully resting 
on the skip and the chains are slack (not carrying load).

06.	 Press the UNLOCK button on the remote. The remote should read DISENGAGING and the 
amber beacons should start flashing.

07.	 Wait until the remote reads UNLOCKED (this could take approximately 10 seconds).

08.	 Slowly lift the skip until the gates are opened fully.

09.	 Once the Smart-Release BulkX has settled, carry out another visual inspection specifically 
examining the gate mechanism to ensure it is not being jammed or interrupted through its 
arc. 

D I S E N G A G I N G UNLOCKED
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10.	 Press the LOCKED button on the remote, while the Smart-Release BulkX is still being held in 
the air, until the gates have closed fully and the amber beacons have turned off (this could 
take approximately 10 seconds).

11.	 Lower the skip back onto the ground and secure it.

12.	 Commence with a visual inspection to ensure there has been no damage throughout the 
test process.

13.	 Press and hold the OFF/STOPPED button on the remote until both the remote and the 
green beacons have turned off.

14.	 Open the door on the Smart-Release BulkX and press and hold the power button on the 
battery box until the red light has turned off.

15.	 Close the doors securely.

16.	 The test cycle is now complete.

ENGAGING

O P E R A T I O N A L  U S E
01.	 Conquip Engineering Group advises that prior to the start of each shift at least one test 

cycle is completed.

02.	 Ensure the battery and remote are fully charged.

03.	 To turn on the battery, press the button on the side of the battery box once. A red light will 
illuminate to indicate the battery has been turned on.

04.	 On the remote, press and hold the ON/START button until the CONQUIP logo has appeared 
followed by the “LOCKED” screen. All six green beacons will now have turned ON and 
should remain on continuously until you have turned OFF/STOPPED the remote.

LOCKED
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05.	 Connect the master link on the spreader beam onto the crane hook and slowly lift the 
Smart-Release BulkX to the excavation location.

06.	 Fill the Smart-Release BulkX with earth(muck) and ensure it is distributed evenly 
throughout the skip.

07.	 Review the remote to ensure it still reads “LOCKED” and that only the green beacons 
are on.

LOCKED

08.	 Slowly lift the loaded Smart-Release BulkX to the discharge location and lower it onto a flat 
surface.

09.	 Lower the Smart-Release BulkX onto the ground until the white chain stops are fully resting 
on the skip and the chains are slack (not carrying load).

10.	 Press the UNLOCK button on the remote. The remote should read DISENGAGING and the 
amber beacons should start flashing.

11.	 Wait until the remote reads UNLOCKED (this could take approximately 10 seconds).

D I S E N G A G I N G UNLOCKED
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12.	 Slowly lift the skip until the gates are opened fully and the earth (muck) is discharged 
completely.

13.	 Once the Smart-Release BulkX has settled, press the LOCKED button on the remote, while 
the Smart-Release BulkX is still being held in the air, until the gates have closed fully and 
the amber beacons have turned off (this could take approximately 10 seconds).

14.	 Return to the excavation site and repeat.

ENGAGING LOCKED

A F T E R  O P E R A T I O N A L  U S E
01.	 Lift the Smart-Release BulkX to the storage location and secure it.

02.	 Ensure the Smart-Release BulkX remote and battery are turned off.

03.	 Conquip Engineering Group advises that the battery box is removed from the Smart-
Release BulkX and either stored in the hardshell case or charged if necessary.

04.	 Conquip Engineering Group advises that the remote control is either stored in the hardshell 
case or charged if necessary.
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H O W  T O  C H A R G E  T H E  B A T T E R Y
01.	 Ensure that the battery is powered off by pressing the button located on the left-hand side 

of the enclosure. This will cause the indicator light on the front of the enclosure to turn off.

02.	 Disconnect the power connector and remove the battery box from the skip.

03.	 In a suitable location, dry and protected from the elements, plug the charger’s power cord 
into a standard socket and turn it on using the on/off switch.

04.	 Connect the charger’s charging cable to the battery and activate the charging process  
by pressing the battery’s on/off button to the ‘on’ position. This will cause the red  
indicator light on the front of the battery enclosure to illuminate, indicating that charging 
has commenced.

05.	 The charging process is complete when the indicator light on the charger changes from 
flashing green to solid green, indicating that the battery has reached its full charge.

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GENERAL INFORMATION ON 
USING REMOTE CONTROLS
D E T E R M I N I N G  T H E  R A N G E
There are four factors that determine the range of your remote control:

01.	 Power of the transmitter.
02.	 Sensitivity of the receiver.
03.	 The antenna gain factor.
04.	 Weakening of the radio signal.

Below are some tips on how to enhance the range of your remote control:

A V O I D  D A M P I N G
The type of material determines how the radio waves are affected. Damping can vary 
greatly depending on the material.

For example, plastic housing or control boxes have a very limited impact on any signals 
so the antenna can even be mounted inside the cabinet.

However, a reinforced concrete wall, 20cm thick, does not transmit any Radio Frequency  
(RF) signals. The most challenging obstacle for radio signals is metal as it reflects them 
and does not let any through.

C O N S I D E R  R E F L E C T I O N S
The signal from the transmitter is reflected from the ground and to the antenna. The 
signal also reflects through the facades between buildings. The signal can reach the 
receiver through reflections on surrounding structures, even if there is a building or 
steel wall between them.

F A C T O R S  T H A T  I N F L U E N C E  R A D I O  W A V E S
Environmental variables can negatively affect the strength of the signal and range of RF 
systems including: walls, trees, hills, fences, humidity, rain/snow, electric fields, or other 
RF systems.

H O W  T O  G E T  T H E  B E S T  R E S U L T S  F R O M  Y O U R 
R E M O T E  C O N T R O L
	▪ Ensure a clear line of sight between the remote and the device you want to control.

	▪ Remove any physical obstructions that may hinder the signal, where possible.

	▪ Replace the batteries in your remote control regularly, as weak batteries can limit the 
range.

	▪ Avoid interference from other electronic devices, as they can disrupt the signal.
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MAINTENANCE 
& INSPECTION
M A I N T E N A N C E  R E G I M E
	▪ It is mandatory that the equipment is thoroughly examined regularly, by a qualified 

engineer, to ensure compliance with relevant regulations. Conquip recommend to 
carry out a thorough examination every six months.

	▪ This product may incorporate various loose and detachable items of lifting gear. Refer 
to the separate requirements for the safe use of those items.

	▪ When not being used, store the unit in a clean, upright condition and in a safe place 
where it will be protected from thieves and unauthorised users.

	▪ This equipment must be inspected by the responsible person before each use and 
then regularly, as determined by your risk assessment or working practice. If you have 
any concerns about the skip’s condition or suitability, do not use it.

E L E C T R I C A L  H A Z A R D  P R E C A U T I O N S
	▪ Never smoke or allow open flames or sparks near batteries.

	▪ Leave the battery box uncovered when charging batteries for adequate ventilation.

	▪ Always disconnect batteries before repairing the electrical system to avoid danger of 
fire-causing sparks. Disconnect the battery first and reconnect last.

	▪ Always disconnect batteries before conducting any welding on the machine.

	▪ Never check the battery charge by placing metal objects across the battery posts, for 
the avoidance of sparks at the battery posts.

	▪ Only use the provided charger and batteries for the Smart-Release BulkX.

	▪ Inspect prior to use to ensure both battery and charger are free from damage.

	▪ No charging should take place if ambient temperatures are below 0 degrees 
centigrade or higher than 45 degrees centigrade.

	▪ Do not attempt to open or tamper with the battery or charger.

	▪ For charging, the AC supply must be capable of 100-240V, 50/60Hz, 1140W.

I N  C A S E  O F  T R O U B L E
If trouble develops on site, move the Smart-Release BulkX off the site at the first safe 
instance, and shut off the power. Carefully note as many of the symptoms of the trouble 
as possible, such as rough actuator operation with loss of power and overheating, or 
loss of speed, etc.

If the area of the site in which the trouble occurs requires that the Smart-Release BulkX 
be left unattended while the trouble is reported by phone, disconnect the battery, and 
apply security locks, if so equipped, before leaving the Smart-Release BulkX. Make sure 
that the Smart-Release BulkX is disconnected from the crane.
